	Example of a research project statement

The general aim of the research group is to study why high blood pressure occurs.

The specific aim of this study is to determine whether there is a defect in sodium transport in patients with essential hypertension.

Methods:  with ethical approval, patients with essential hypertension will be asked to participate in this trial, which will be explained to them in detail.  Patients will be matched for age and sex with an equal number of normal volunteers.  White blood cells will be removed from about 30ml blood after sedimentation of red blood cells with dextran.  Intracellular Na+ concentration will be determined by flame photometry, using 51 Cr EDTA as extracellular marker.  The necessary techniques are already established in the laboratory.  White blood cells from normal volunteers will then be pre-incubated for 90 min at 37 degrees c in serum from hypertensive patients, before measuring their intracellular Na+ concentration.

Technology:  separation of blood cells, flame-photometry, handling and counting radioactivity.

Significance to Health:  it has been suggested that high blood pressure might result from a circulating sodium transport inhibitor.  If this is so, then white blood cell fractions from both hypertensive patients, and normal white blood cells preincubated in serum from hypertensive patients should have raised intracellular Na+ concentrations. Solving this question may point to better treatments for high blood pressure.
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
