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Course Prescription





Explores global health from a public health perspective, with a strong emphasis on health and its determinants in low and middle income countries. Topics covered include the global burden of risk and disease, global environmental challenges to health, international health governance, international healthcare financing and international health promotion.








Goals of the Course





The general objective of this course is to introduce key concepts, ideas and principles, and the analytical frameworks, with which to understand and address global health issues and challenges.





Learning Outcomes





After completing this course, students should understand:


contemporary and historical patterns of health and disease including key global health challenges


how health status and health risks are measured and monitored at a global level


the links between health, population and social and economic development, in particular the issues around globalisation and its impact on health


approaches and challenges to determining global priorities for health research and development


the roles and impact of key stakeholders in international health such as global financial institutions, trans-national corporations, non-governmental organisations and other leading agencies such as the World Health Organisation 


how to apply a variety of models, perspectives and frameworks for understanding and addressing global health challenges





Content Outline





The course is structured around the above learning outcomes.





Learning and Teaching





The course occupies four full days spaced at monthly intervals.   The teaching style reflects our view that effective learning occurs when students are active participants rather than passive observers.  The approach combines lectures, case studies, and discussions drawing on the experience of students and guest speakers.  Small group sessions are used to carry out specific exercises and for discussion purposes.  Students are also required to present prepared material in class.
